The Kidney Transplantation Committee recently made updates to the OPTN KPD Pilot Program.  These updates provide guidance on what to do when a donor chain breaks before reaching the end of the chain.  In some circumstances, donors may be in a position to make decisions about how to proceed with a chain.  The purpose of this document is to inform donors in the OPTN KPD Pilot Program what these decisions are.

· If the operating room date is not set for a chain at the time of the next match run, but the crossmatches have been performed and the donors have been approved up to the point where the chain breaks, then the final donor could be entered in the next match run to extend the chain.  In order for the final donor to be included in the next match run, the donor must agree to be in the match run.

For blood type O non-directed donors:

· Blood type O non-directed donors may be in a position to choose to donate to a shorter chain or to wait for another match run with the possibility of finding a longer chain if the chain breaks.
Your transplant center will contact you if either of these situations occur.
