January 20, 2012 

1. Approval of Proposals for distribution for Public Comment.  The Committee approved substantive rewrite of Appendix A of the OPTN bylaws, which was been designated as Appendix L in the new organization of the Bylaws for distribution for public comment.

2. Request from ASTS to Reconsider Modifications to Vessel Storage Policy.  A letter was sent on behalf of the American Society of Transplant Surgeons (ASTS) expressing concerns about the recently approved policy on vessel storage.  In November, the Board of Directors approved the policy by a vote of 22 for, 15 against, and 1 abstention. It was acknowledged that there was a divided vote but that there was not significant cause for the Executive Committee to reconsider the issue.  After extensive discussion, the Committee declined to reconsider the previously approved policy.

3. Registration Fee Waiver Requests due to Hospital Closures – The Committee approved the waiver of candidate registration fees for the transfer of candidates from two member hospital programs that no longer provide transplant services.
4. Response to Proposed Rulemaking regarding Designation of Vascular Composite Allografts (VCAs) as “organs” – The Committee approved a response to a Federal Register Notice seeking comments on the designation of VCAs as organs. 
5. Response to OPTN Contract Request for Information - The Committee approved a response to an RFI seeking comments on the OPTN RFP and Contract.

6. Approval of proposals for distribution for public comment. The Committee approved 10 proposals for distribution for public comment. 

7. HCC Explant Pathology Form in UNet. The Committee approved amendments to Policies 3.6.4.4 (Liver Transplant Candidates with Hepatocellular Carcinoma (HCC)), 7.0 (Data Submission Requirements), and 7.3.1 (Submission of Organ-Specific Transplant Recipient Registration Forms) to reflect the implementation of the HCC Explant Pathology Form in UNet℠. Implementation of this form will greatly enhance the ability to monitor compliance with Policy 3.6.4.4 (I).

8. OPTN Strategic Planning.  The Committee met for a full day in person in Reston, Virginia to develop and refine a draft OPTN Strategic Plan, which will be presented to the Board for its consideration at this (June 2012) meeting.

9. Proposal to clarify language in Policy 12.7.9.  The Committee approved modifications to clarify the language of Policies 12.7 and12.7.9.   Policy 12.7 states that “Policy 12.7 and its subsections apply only to living donor organs, tissue typing specimens, and vessels which are transported outside the recovery facility,” Policy 12.7.9 applies to organs that remain in the same recovery facility as the intended candidate. The goal of these modifications was to clarify the applicability of policies within 12.7.
10. Request to Approve Committee Projects.  The Committee approved Committee projects for the next year.

11. Conflicts of Interests. The Committee approved Plan to Address Conflicts of Interests for the June 2012 Board meeting. 

12. Consent Agenda. The Committee approved the proposed Consent Agenda for the June 2012 Board meeting.

13. Proposed Rewrite of OPTN Policies for Plain Language. The Executive Committee unanimously approved the plain language policy rewrite proposal for distribution for public comment on July 1.  

14. Fees for Data Requests to the OPTN.  The Executive Committee approved a proposed uniform schedule of fees that will be charged to requestors for OPTN data.
15. OPTN Strategic Planning.  The committee approved the OPTN Strategic plan for presentation to the Board of Directors. 

16. Additional Committee Project Approval.  The Committee approved additional committee projects not reviewed at its May 2012 conference call after receiving additional explanations and corrections as necessary.
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
