In order to carry out its organ and tissue donation and transplantation obligations as a federally designated Organ Procurement Organization, ____ and its employees, agents, and representatives will have access to individually identifiable health information maintained by the [Transplant Center], including potential recipient and recipient patient names and other medical information, that may be in electronic, oral, or written form.  In order to carry out its obligations as a federally approved transplant center, [Transplant Center] and its employees, agents and representatives will be provided individually identifiable health information maintained by NEOB, including deceased organ donor information that may be in electronic, oral, or written form.   In carrying out these obligations, both parties may need to disclose individually identifiable health information to the other party for the purposes of facilitating the donation and transplantation of organs pursuant to this Agreement.  The parties agree that any such identifiable health information shared between the parties shall be securely maintained as confidential and will not be used or disclosed to other third parties except as necessary to carry out their duties under this Agreement or as permitted or required by law, regulation, or the guidelines, policies and bylaws of the Organ Procurement and Transplantation Network.  More specifically, the [Transplant Center] agrees to maintain identifiable donor information as confidential and separate from the applicable transplant recipient’s medical record.  The [Transplant Center] shall not disclose any identifiable information of the donor to the applicable transplant recipient.  ____ agrees to maintain recipient information as confidential and shall not disclose any identifiable information of the recipient to the applicable donor family unless authorized to do so by the recipient.

The [Transplant Center] acknowledges that ____ is not a “covered entity” or “business associate” as those terms are defined under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (“HIPAA”) and the regulations promulgated under HIPAA pertaining to privacy standards.
